	Action items from last meeting
	· Mountain States Peer Specialist contract ended Sept. 30th.  The state will load that money into our budget to hire part-time Peer Specialists.  Region 5 intends to hire one Peer Specialist full-time.
· The state is eligible to apply for the Health Initiative Trust moneys.

· The Mental Health Board Statute change should occur in January. Currently the Regional Program Manager and the Regional Director are appointing members to the Regional Mental Health Boards. 

· SPAN appointment will be recommended at their next meeting. 

· Mary Christy – CSI Director for Human Services will represent Community Education

· Debbie Thomas is trying to find a Substance Use Disorder Consumer Representative. The difficulty is that most of the people who could serve work during the day.  
· Judge Hodges made the courts aware of the needed notification to DHW regarding 18-211’s.  DHW had at least one successful notification. It is recommended that we investigate how this is working on a quarterly basis.

· Senior DE update: DHW is appointing new junior DE’s but senior DE’s are hard to find. Suggestions: Dr. Hoagland and Heath Sommers.  

· Scott Rasmussen has been in contact with Heath and will follow up with him. There have been a few times that a senior DE was not available and the court has either dropped the hold or started the process over from the beginning.  

· A senior DE is either a psychiatrist of psychologist.

· Conflicts of interest could be explored if we did periodic audits to spot any problems.

· How do very rural areas deal with this issue?

· Scott will ask other regions

· Explore tele-psychiatry to alleviate the problems with finding senior DE’s.

· CIT International Conference will be held August 19 – 23.  NAMI has grant money available to send police officers.
· Developmental Disabilities Crisis Beds – Eric Jones has been working on acquiring some crisis beds for DD clients.  Eric’s e-mail regarding progress below:

I have talked with Chuck at Mountain West and he said he was supportive and would assist in sitting down and working on a contract for the DD beds.  He was going to call me as soon as he returned from his vacation, which was this past week.  I will contact him on Monday to set up a meeting with Sara, Lee, and Kathy on the committee.  I suppose that we will need to have the Chairman of the Board become the actual director of any contract but it is great news to have a willing partner as they are beginning to open their 28 bed facility.  He said this was the right time to present him with our need to find and develop a facility to help rehab any clients who become destabilized.
