	Governor Otter signed Executive Order 2011-01 on January 27, 2011 establishing the Behavioral Health Interagency Cooperative.  Senator Joe Stegner is carrying other legislative recommendations presented by the BHTWG to include the establishment of Regional Behavioral Health Community Development Boards and a State Behavioral Health Planning Council.  
	

	Update from DHW Division of Substance Use Disorders
	Kathy Skippen provided the following updates:

· JFAC presentations are occurring
· Office of Drug Policy is hopeful that current level of budget will remain with no further cuts.  FY 10-11 was tough year as began $5.5 million dollars in the hole. Doing better managing the budget this year.

· Currently there is legislative debate about how long or how many treatments a person should have that the State should spend money on one client. 

· ATR  update – 48% of the funds are allocated to RSS; WITS screening tool to have capability to look at SUD and MH issues for every client. 

· Authorizations are now for 90 days going forward with emphasis on treatment plan and goals regarding what does this person need to move forward in recovery.  

· $11 million spend on federal priority populations at the expense of state clients, reality is most of our resources are going to criminal justice clients. 

· WITS functionality and capabilities were discussed; ATR grant will help fund further development.
