	Teleconference with Kathy Skippen
	Discussion of organizational changes surrounding the resignment of Bethany Gadzinski and Sherry Johnson. Substance Use Disorders will now be a program rather than a bureau. Kathy Skippen will be the acting Program Manager.  There is 17.2 million in the 2010 SUD budget which will also cover 5.2 million that will pay bills carried over from last year.  Residential treatment will only be available to Pregnant women and adolescents.  It is expected that the IDOC CAP program and the Rider program will take up some of the slack for people needing inpatient treatment.  Transportation services have been reinstated.  Kathy stated that BPA aquired a line of credit to pay bills between  April 16 and July 1.  They absorbed most of the costs associated with the line of credit.  Kathy stated that BPA is authorized to substitute levels of care for 19-2524 clients.  Judge Shinderling asked pointed questions regarding this issue.  A  discussion ensued and Kathy recommended that he
request clarification from Patty Tobias. John Hathaway will relay his concerns to the Department.  Questions were asked about the ATR grant.  Kathy stated that it appears Idaho is still in the running but the grants have not yet been awarded.

	Reports and Information

	Terry Kirkham, IDOC:  Reported on the CAP facility where 432 beds offer an alternative to the traditional Rider, a solution to lack of options for sanctions for parolees, and help for inmates needed SUD treatment.  Flyers distributed with information on placement criteria.  132 individuals have already been admitted.
Annette Ludington, Benchmark: There are currently 5 Regional Prevention providers providing services in  Idaho Falls, Arco/Mackey, Salmon, Rexburg and Rigby.  She has $45,000.00 more to spend in Region 7 and is looking for more providers; prefers classroom programs but will consider after-school programs.  Asks if more information is wanted by the committee; they only need to tell her what they would like to know.
Lisa Bridges. BPA: Discussed changes at DHW;  Trina has been moved to work with WITS and is no longer working on RSS; Ryan picked up Sherry Johnson’s duties for now; Danielle is taking Michelle Buskey’s duties; John Kirsch will do QA.clinical supervisor approvals and facility approvals.  There will be a Case Management training on Sept 15.  Watch for details; Transportation reimbursement is available; pointed out the new rule requiring a discharge plan in addition to the discharge summary.  They are reworking the audit tool in response to new IDAPA rules.  There will be a Dual Diagnosis training in Coeur d’Alene in Oct—details forthcoming.
Nancy Lopez, EUDL: EUDL’s subgrantee’s are in place; ISP is training Law enforcement; Don’t forget to register for the Enforcing Underage Drinking Laws National Convention.Eudl grants for Law Enforcement and Community Coalitions will be out soon; Watch for them.  The Juvenile Justice Council scored the Restorative Justice grants this week and toured the 5C facility.  They will meet in Salmon 9-23. Pete Snyder has accepted a position in Missoula starting 8-12. 
Paul Roberts, RAC Chairman:  A conference with other RAC’s revealed that all regions are struggling with budget cuts. Encouraged all agencies to attend BYUI Internship Fair and get interns to help with some of their slack.
Family Care Center, Robert Gulden: Indicates that some men in  their housing were selling SPICE and have been evicted. In response to questions, Kama points out that there is information about it in the handout.) 
Alisha Passey: 3 Chaperones are taking 8 kids to National Convention in the 3B van
Al Neal, Human Dynamics: Developing self-pay programs to fill gaps left by lack of funding.
Randy Rodriguez, H&W: Bingham county has moved into Region 7; 
The state has realigned into 3 hubs.  Region 6 & 7 are a “hub” with Tracey Sessions  as head.  Priorities for this group will be MH crisis, civil commitments, competency hearings, 19-2524’s, MH court.  Presentation on the BHTWG’s recommendations will be Thursday the 19th at BHC.  There will be meetings later for clients and family members. 
Tracey Sessions, H&W:  Patients being discharged from SHS who have SUD problems will be referred to resources in the community.  Due to budget cuts, they will be looking for community providers to supply treatment  when patients are discharged.
Colleen Erickson, Legislative Representative:  has received many calls from providers about problems with the Molina billing system. 
Carrie Crom:  Reminds about school supplies for students in District 92
Kipp Dana, Drug Court: Sent a team to DBT training.  With the addition of DBT their discharge rate increased by 13%; they have had to cut outpatient services and staff due to budget cuts.
Kama Johnson for Roma Hawkins:  There is a SPAN conference coming up.  Thomas Joiner will be the speaker.  There is a flyer with full info in the handout packet.
